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Our lesson text used six aorist participles to describe the package of grace salvation. One of these six is sozo 
(saved). We are presently studying the 50 things in the package of grace salvation that every church age believer 
(CAB) receives and can never lose in time or eternity. 

 
We have been studying the 50 things by the following three principles associated with the Greek word sozo (saved). 

 
• Saved from something 13 judicial charges of Adam’s original sin (AOS). 
• Saved by something 9 communion factors of the blood of Christ. 
• Saved for something 8 works of the Holy Spirit and 20 status privileges of union with Christ. 

 
This week we are studying 10 of the 20 status privileges of union with Christ that every believer receives as a result 
of believing The Gospel, that Christ died for their sins, was buried and raised from the dead on the third day. 
(1 Cor.15:3-4; Rom.1:16). 

 
 

1. Every Church Age Believer (CAB) receives 20 status privileges at the moment of grace salvation because 
of union with Jesus Christ by means of the baptism of The Holy Spirit. We are studying 10 of them in 
this lesson. 

 
One of the eight works of the Holy Spirit in grace salvation is Baptism. 

 
Baptism of the Holy Spirit places every CAB into union with Jesus who is seated at the right hand of God, The 
Father in heaven (2 Cor.5:17; Acts 2:33; Gal.3:27; Eph.4:5). 

 
 

2. By status privilege, we are referring to our eternal status and privileges that come from position in 
Christ while our feet are on earth. 

 
Positional truth declares that every CAB receives the following ten divine status privileges on basis of grace 
salvation. 

 
 

• Beloved (Rom.1:6-7; Eph.1:4-8; Col.3:12)
